SAFETY
IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION

1.  Please read the entire manual before operating the bed.  Failure to read

the manual can cause injury or undue stress on the equipment or yourself.  

2.  Do not exceed the 750lb. weight capacity of the bed frame.
3.  Insure that the side rails are in the upright position when the patient is 

in the bed.

4.  Run the power supply cord under the bed to insure safety from 



     running over it or accidentally unplugging the unit.

5.  In case of emergency the bed is equip with a red C.P.R. release handle     

     at the head of the bed.

6.  When the bed is in use make sure the casters are locked in place.

7.  Make sure the head of the bed frame is not touching the wall to insure   

     there is no damage to the wall or the bed frame.

8.  When transporting a patient into the bed make sure that the bed frame

is at its lowest position for an easy transport.

9.  When restraints are used, be sure to attach to some part of the bed that    

      articulates when the gatches are raised and lowered.  Failure to do so  

      could result in the restraints injuring the patient.
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OPERATIONAL

 INSTRUCTIONS
Bed (hi/low) function- press and hold the up or down buttons on the 
handset with the picture of the bed.  This will raise and lower bed.
Head (up/down) function- press the top buttons on the handset with the picture of the head up or down.

Foot (up/down) function- press the bottom buttons on the handset with the picture of the foot up or down.

Trendelenburg function- press the buttons on the handset with the picture of the bed in the trendelenburg position.  
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PATIENT RESTRAINTS

If patient restraints are used, they must be attached to some part of the bed that articulates when the gatches are raised and lowered.  Failure to do so could result in the restraints injuring the patient. 

PATIENT TRANSFERS
1)  Set the brake and steer on all wheels.

2)  Adjust the bed to match the transfer height (it is always better to transfer down).

3)  Lower the side rails or remove them.

4)  Use a hospital sheet or draw sheet and appropriate number of personnel to lift the patient on/off the bed.

TRANSPORTING THE BED FRAME- 
1)  Make sure you have ONE of the two steer wheels locked in place.  Now you can push the bed from the opposite end and use the steer wheel to insure a straight roll down the hall.  

2)  Unplug the bed before transporting out of the room or down the hall
3)  For best stability lower the bed to the lowest position before rolling.

4)  Use a minimum of two persons when moving the bed for added stability

5)  USE CAUTION when moving the bed in/out of elevators, or when rolling on uneven surfaces.  Failure to use caution can result in injury to equipment or persons.

SIDE RAIL ADJUSTMENTS
To attach the side rails to the bed you must insert the slide rail frame into the horizontal tube under the bed.  Adjust in or out until desired placement and tighten with the black knob under the bed frame.  Adjust the vertical height with the black knob on the side of the hand rail assembly.
OPTIONAL PADDED SIDE RAILS
To drop the padded side rails pull up on the horizontal bar behind the side rail and swing up/down until the spring loaded pin stops in the desired placement.  To remove padded side rails loosen the black knob under the bed until slide bar moves freely.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS
The TITAN Bariatric bed ships in 2 sections for ease in shipping and handling.

Step 1

Align main head section of frame with main foot section frame.

Step 2

2 carriage bolts 2 ¾” in length are used to secure the two frames 



together on left and right side, allow weight of frame to relax 



to floor in the middle of bed.  Tighten bolts using 9/16 wrench.

Step 3

Lift in mid section of frame, in order to start ¾” nuts to tension



bar.  Tighten ¾” nuts to tension bar evenly, left and right side.  



It may be helpful to prop mid section of bed up while tightening



tension bar.  This will relieve pressure on bar.

Step 4

Plug in foot motor and foot hi/low motor, each should be color


coded.

Step 5

Plug in hand control.

Step 6

Add head and foot boards.

Step 7

Run bed through complete operational test.
